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La ermita de Santa Marfa de Consolacién es uno de los
edificios histéricos mas antiguos de la Villa de Cartaya. El
edificio data del siglo XVI, y segun documentos posteriores,
fue fundado por parte de un indiano originario de Cartaya.
Es un buen ejemplo del barroco andaluz con aportaciones
mudéjares.

El edificio se orienta hacia el este, y tiene la forma de un
rectangulo irreqular con cabecera casi cuadrada. Consta
de un buque de tres naves separadas por galerias de tres
arcos de medio punto y sustentados por pilares de seccién
cruciforme. A los pies de la nave central hay un coro sobre
boveda carpanel al que se accede por una escalera situada
a los pies de la nave del norte.

El edificio original, que es basicamente el actual, salvo al-
gunos afiadidos, es de ladrillo y mamposteria con cubierta
de madera. En 1755, como consecuencia del Terremoto de
Lisboa, el edificio fue reconstruido, quedando practicamen-
te igual al primitivo.

The chapel of Santa Maria de Consolacién is one of the ol-
dest historic buildings in the town of Cartaya. The building
dates back to the sixteenth century, and according to later
documents, it was founded by a merchant who immigrated
to America and was originally born in Cartaya. It is a good
example of the Andalucian Baroque with some Mudejar
contributions.

The building is oriented to the east, and has an irregular
rectangle floor with almost square head. It consists of three
naves separated by galleries with three pointed arches and
supported by cross-shaped section pillars. At the foot of the
central nave there is a chancel over a three-centred vault
which is accessed by a staircase at the feet of the north
nave.

The original building, which is basically the present one,
except for some additions, is made of brick and masonry
with a wooden deck. In 1755, as a result of the Lisbon ear-
thquake, the building was rebuilt looking almost the same
as the original.
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
